On August 1, 2009, the FTC will begin to enforce the “Red Flag” Rule.  This Rule requires 
most creditors and financial institutions to adopt a written program to detect, prevent 
and mitigate identity theft in connection with a new or existing covered account.  Each 
creditor and financial institution covered by the rule must adopt a risk-based program 
that identifies red flags relevant to its own operation and, more importantly, how it will 
respond to them.  Credit executives are in a unique position to take the lead in assisting 
their companies in complying with the new Red Flags Rule.
